German BioImaging – Society for Microscopy and Image Analysis (GerBI-GMB) is pleased to
announce that they were awarded the Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (DFG) funding for the
collaborative project “Increased Resource Efficiency in Light Microscopy by Quality Control and
Standards” aimed at increasing resource efficiency in light microscopy. Led by researchers from
Freiburg, Dresden, and Konstanz, the three-year initiative will establish quality control procedures and
community standards. 

The work directly supports the international QUAREP-LiMi initiative and focuses on improving
instrument monitoring, standardisation, and data quality. Ultimately, this will reduce downtime, extend
equipment lifespans, and promote more sustainable and reproducible microscopy practices.
